Notification of the completion of the GOSAT inclination control maneuvers
JAXA implemented the inclination control maneuvers of GOSAT satellite from July 24 to August 13, 2011 and its completed operational successfully. During this period, TANSO-FTS and CAI were operated normally as planned which was described in the document of “Important notices concerning the GOSAT inclination control maneuvers” that was provided from us on July 21.
However, because the difference between predicted orbit and actual orbit was larger than usual, cancellation of daytime observation was happened on July 27. So please note that some data during the daytime were obtained in the nighttime observation mode(*). The period of the daytime which are observed in the nighttime observation mode is as below.
July 27 10:00UT~11:03UT, at Path ID 17.
*: Conduct observations using a Thermal infrared (TIR). Usually shortwave infrared (SWIR) and Thermal infrared (TIR) are used during the daytime.
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
